. Thread the adjuster into the housing until nearly all
end play is removed from the wormshaf.

5. Positian the lash adjuster (with shim) in the slotted
end of the pitman shaft, Check the end clearance, which
should not be greater than 002" (fig. 3B-16), If clearance is
greater than 002°, a steering gear lash adjuster shim unit is
available. It contains four shims--063°, .065", 067" and
069° thick

6. Lubricatc the steering gear with 11 oz, of lubricant
meeting GM Specification GM 4673 (or equivalent), Rotate
the wormshaft until the ball nut s at the end of ts travel and
then pack as much new lubricant into the housing as possible
without losing it out the pitman shaft opening. Rotate the
wormshaft until the ball nut is at the other end of its travel
and pack as much lubricant into the opposite end as possible.

7. Rotate the wormshaft until the ball nut is about in
the center of travel. This is to make sure that the pitman shaft
sector and ball nut will engage properly, with the center tooth

Adjustment on Bench

1. Tighten the adjuster phug until all end play has been
removed and then loosen one-quarter tur.

2 Using an 11/16" 12-point socket and an in. Ib. torque
wrench, carefully turn the wormshaft all the way 1o the right
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urn stop and then turn back about one-half twrn

3. Tighten the adjuster plug until the proper thrust
bearing preload is obtained: (See the Specifications at the rear
of this Manual). Tighten the adjuster plug locknut to

4. Turn the wormshaft from one stop all the way 10 the
other, counting the mumber of turns. Then turn the shaft back
exactly half the number of turns 1o the center position

5. Turn the lash adjuster screw clockwise 1o remove al
lash between the ball nut and sector tecth. Tighten the
locknut

6. Again using the 11/16” 12-point socket and an in. b
torque wrench, observe the highest reading while the gear is
turned through center position. See the Specifications S
for proper over-center adjustment

7. 1f necessary, readijust lash adjuster screw 10 obtain
proper forque, Tighten the locknut to 23 ft. Ib. torque and
again check torque reading through center of travel
