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(Without Disassembling Pump)

The pump shaft oil seal can be replaced without
disassembling the pump as follows:
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Fig. 67 — Cutting Pump Seal
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Fig. 88 — Removing Pump Seal

Remove the pump pulley as previously de-
scribed, then bend a piece of .0056"" shim stock
{approximately 274" Jong) Into a cylindrical
shape, then push the shim stock past seal until
it bottoms in pump body. (Fig. 67)

NOTE: The use of shim stock arcund the
pump shatt will prevent damage to the machined
surfaces of the shaft when removing seal

Cut metal body of seal with a small chise| as
shown in Fig. 67
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Tear metal body approximately 1" with diagon-
als. Force an awl between the pump body and
the OD of seal to collapse the seal, then pry
seal from pump body. {Fig. 71) Remove shim
slock.
