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CONTROL VALVE BLOWUP & ASSEMBLY TIPS

Notes:

1. Some Adapter Housings #26 had a Lubrication Fitting #27.  Those Housings had a Ball Stud Seal #28 that had a small slit to allow excess grease to purge out of the Housing when it was lubricated.  Later Adapter Housings did not have a Lubrication Fitting because they were greased for life.  The Ball Stud Seals on those Housings did not have a purge slit.  If you install a late seal (with no purge slit) on a housing with a Lubrication Fitting be very careful if you add grease, you can rupture the seal from excessive pressure.

2. Some Valve Housings #7 have a separate O-ring seal #18 that fits in a machined groove in the Valve Housing face.  The O-ring presses against the Annulus Spacer #15 and forms a seal.  Other designs may have a rubber seal molded into the face of the Annulus Spacer and not require a separate O-ring.  Make sure that the Annulus Spacer is flat and not distorted.  

3. Most control valve blowups show a small O-ring seal located between the Plug to Sleeve Key #19 and Valve Shaft Washer #17.  I believe this is in error.

4. Install the conical Ball Seat Spring #22 with the small end toward the Ball Seat #23.
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
