1. Install bracket (A) to windshield frame with screws (B). Maximum misalignment of steering shaft to steering
Tighten screws to specified torque. gear shall not exceed . 180 in. Also, rivets in flex

coupling shall not be grounded out on the steering
shaft flange when shaft is rotated 360°. (The
following equivalent check may be used).

2. Loosley assemble support (C) to bracket (A) with
screws (D) & nuts (E).

3. Assemble flange (F) to rag joint with nuts (G) &
washers(H). Tighten nuts to specified torque.

4. Install steering gear to frame £ torque attaching bolts.

MANDATORY ASSEMBLY SEQUENCE

1. Position steering column (J) into vehicle & insert splined
end of shaft into flange (F).
2. Loosley attach column (J) to bracket (C) with screws (K)
& washers (L).
3. Locate transmission control cable bracket (M) with screw (N) _|||
& washers(P). Hold bracket in place. Refer to UPC TA. VIEW >
4. Maintaining a gap of . 03 +. 03 between mast jacket of
column (J) & inside semi -circular surface of instrument panel,
locate steering column seal & plate to inside of dash panel.
Install nuts (R) & tighten.
5. Pull support (C) rearward to accommodate height differential
of instrument panel to bracket (A). With column position
now defined torque screws (K) & nuts (E). Loosen nuts (R) .
[cAUTION ] Do not tighten column to instrument panel until
vehicle is placed on its wheels or suspension.
. Maintain rag joint dimension (View A) & torque flange bolt (S).
. Attach cable sheath (T) to bracket (M). See UPC 7A.
. Secure steering column lower seal & plate to dash panel
with nuts (R) & tighten to specified torque.
[NOTE ] Steps 7 & 8 must be performed with transmission
shifting lever & linkage in "Reverse'' position on manual
transmission, or in "Park' on automatic transmissions.
Also with steering column ignition key in ""Lock' position.
See UPC 7A.
9. Remove plastic spacer (U) from flexible coupling safety
pins. See view A.

The alignment between {he steering shaft and the steer-
ing gear must be such that a . 84 gap {4 ply coupling)

or a .07 gap (7 ply coupling) is maintained between

the coupling rivets and the steering shaft flange

with the steering shaft unlocked and in the straight
ahead position and with no torque on the wheel.
Less than .04 gap (4 ply rag) or a .07 gap (7ply
rag) indicates that the column must be realigned.
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
